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December 15, 2005 was a RED LETTER DAY in the life of the Bethany Pregnancy Center
in Fredericksburg. On that date, Dr. Duane Anderson , Bethany’s Medical Director, awarded Gloria
Whitley a certificate which authorizes her to perform limited ultrasound scans on Bethany’s patients
who may need these services. Gloria has been providing ultrasound scanning on pregnancy center
clients since September under the supervision of a registered sonographer from Mary Washington
Hospital. She is now able to provide this service on her own. Dr. Anderson will continue to
provide oversight for these services but will not need to be present when these scans are done. We
are deeply grateful to God for your prayers and support as we have made this transition to becoming
a medical facility. God has already used the ultrasound technology to open doors for us to present
the Gospel of Christ to many clients he has brought to us. Several women who were considering
abortion have made the decision to carry their babies to term as a result of having seen their unborn
child through an ultrasound picture. We are humbled by the way God has been using this tool on
behalf of life and we are expectant that 2006 will see a dramatic increase in the number of people
we will be able to serve.

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The highlight for Bethany Bethany Pregnancy Center in Fredericksburg in 2005 was the establishment of limited medical
services for our clients. We were able to hire a nurse manager who completed her training in limited obstetrical
ultrasound in December. Our nurse manager is not only qualified as an ultrasound technician, but she is also a gifted
counselor. We have had many opportunities to pray with our clients and to share the Gospel with them. We believe this
is one more opportunity in which we can spread the good news of salvation in Jesus Christ. Since our nurse is now
certified, we expect to more than double the number of clients we will see in 2006.

During the course of the year, 75 women were seen for material resources, pregnancy tests, ultrasound confirmation of
pregnancy or adoption planning in this office. Seven birth mothers made adoption plans for their children. Five families
received the placement of domestic infants into their homes. Six more are approved and waiting for the placement of a
child. Three families brought international children home and one is approved and waiting to travel early in 2006.
Additionally we provided home studies for several families who were making adoption plans either through other
international agencies or through attorney placements.

Over the course of this last year, we have been working closely with the Pregnancy Centers of Central Virginia to
provide adoption planning for any birth mothers who may be considering adoption. We continue to cultivate
relationships with Culpeper Hospital and Mary Washington Hospital. Bethany sponsored an Infant Adoption Awareness
Training for local social service workers in August.

We are also expanding our outreach to the campus of the University of Mary Washington. We have contacted the
leaders of the various student ministries because we want the campus community to be aware of services available just
two blocks from the university. We have placed an ad in campus newspaper so that students can be aware of the
services available.
